East Regional Finals. There were 3 rounds: The group round composed of 10 questions, all answered 
collaboratively, the ðCross Numberñ round where students were asked to fill out a crossword puzzle but 
with numbers instead of letters (one pair working on the down clues, one pair working on the across clues) 
and the final round was ðthe shuttleñ which involved a relay race between pairs. Each round was worth 60 
points and was 40mins long. The event was at Ravenswood School and the team came 8th. (2 years ago 
we came 15th and 3 years ago we came 27th). Strongest performance yet. The four boys are: Joshua R 
(Silver medallist in the individual Mathematics Challenge, Gold medallist in the Junior and Intermediate), 
Joseph D-J (Gold in the Senior Mathematics Challenge and participant in the Silver Kangaroo, a national 
follow-on round of the top 500 students in the country), Stanley Sole (Gold in the Senior Mathematics 
Challenge and participant in the Silver Kangaroo, with offers back from Warwick University to study 
Economics) and Elliot P (Gold in the Senior Mathematics Challenge and participant in the Silver Kangaroo 
and an interview at Cambridge University to study Mathematics this Tuesday 4th December).
